JR. DEVELOPMENTAL COACHING PROGRAMS:

Programs provide instruction for Junior aged boys 
& girls (ages 8 - 17 yrs) in all basic techniques 
of table tennis.  Players participating in these 
programs may be scouted & recruited  for inclusion 
in the Hopefuls and Provincial Squads Training 
Programs.

SR. & JR. PROVINCIAL SQUADS TRAINING PROGRAM:

These programs prepare Manitoba’s elite Senior & Junior athletes for the Canadian Championships & major games events.   It is for serious, 
dedicated athletes only!  Mandatory practices held Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Fridays & Saturdays. Participation is by invitation 
only!  Fees payable for each block are: 1 practice/week = $50, 2 practices/week = $75, 3-6 practices/week = $100.  Players interested in being 
scouted should register for M.T.T.A.tournaments or phone coach George Damianov at 925-5943 for a tryout.
