JR. DEVELOPMENTAL COACHING PROGRAMS:

Participation is by 
invitation only!  Fee is $110 per block.  Players interested in being scouted should register for M.T.T.A.tournaments or phone coach George 
Damianov at 925-5943 for a tryout.
